Trends and Issues

TRENDS

Enrollment has increased to around 58 students. Joining Koinonia schools was a positive step toward
targeting the population, which aligns with the mission statement of the school. Although this has not
had a great impact as far as numbers are concerned, it has changed the dynamics in regard to parental
involvement and support.

Classrooms remain at three grade splits at primary, elementary and junior high levels. Due to the
smaller class sizes, the students not only receive valuable teacher support, but also benefit from
student mentorship. As a result of a past AISI project, which focused on improving writing and
research, a marked improvement has been shown in student writing skills.

The AISI project is in its final year of enhancing our Science program through the development
of kits which are separated by units and equipped with all materials needed to teach each topic
effectively. This will enable the students to improve their research skills and develop a greater
understanding and curiosity in the field of Science.

We have textbooks in Math that co-ordinate the program across the grades. Additional funding
through the SAPDC has enabled teachers to attend workshops which assist them in incorporating
more creative thinking through various problem solving methods which strengthen math skills.
We will continue to provide students with extra support through the use of a qualified volunteer
assistant.

ISSUES

1. Cornerstone Christian School developed because of parental concern regarding
curriculum content and other negative issues within the public system. Today, as
many Christian schools around us take the alternative route back into the public
system, we have reason for concern. How will our funding and enrollment be
affected? Only time will tell. We have chosen to remain independent and will trust
God to provide our needs.

2. Visibility in the community and public awareness of who we are is another issue we
face.

Summary of Accomplishments

Cornerstone Christian school continues to impact lives of students and their families for the
cause of Christ. By involving our students in mission projects both at home and abroad, we are
able to encourage an attitude of gratitude and service.

Our junior high students are actively participating in community projects ( e.g. assisting at the
local food bank, serving breakfast and hot lunches at a neighbouring public school, delivering
furniture to needy homes in the community.) to mention a few.

Students from kindergarten through grade nine are involved in a musical drama production each
year. This past spring we were able to perform for a neighbouring public school as well as for
the surrounding community. Activities such as these tend to increase self- confidence in our
students and equip them for effective ministry in the future.

In our new location, we share the facilities with a daycare .This provides opportunities for
students to share with younger children in areas such as drama, reading buddies and puppetry.
Academically we continue to maintain an acceptable standard of achievement on Provincial test
scores. Even though because of smaller numbers, our results not published in provincial data or
in the Fraser Report,10-20% of our students achieve a standard of excellence on provincial tests.
In our new location we are also blessed with a gymnasium on site. Our sports teams continue to
participate in the city league, s well as exhibition games with other Koinonia schools. Several of
our students continue to be very successful in cross-country running events and the regional city
track meet.

Achievement evaluation is based upon a comparison of Current Year data to a set of standards which remain consistent over time. The
Standards are calculated by taking the 3 year average of baseline data for each measure across all school jurisdictions and calculating the
5th, 25th, 75th, and 95th percentiles. Once calculated, these standards remain in place from year to year to allow for consistent planning and
evaluation.
